The UK-US Treaty has three main effects:

- (1) it removes the requirement on the US to provide prima facie evidence when requesting the extradition of people from the UK but maintains the requirement on the UK to satisfy the "probable cause" requirement in the US when seeking the extradition of US nationals;

- (2) it removes or restricts key protections currently open to suspects and defendants;

- (3) it implements the EU-US Treaty on extradition, signed in Washington on 25 June 2003, but far exceeds the provisions in this agreement.

What are the two types of depository library?

Answer: There are two types of depository libraries: full and selective. 

Full depositories receive all publications of state agencies made available to the system. The purpose of a full depository is to provide a complete research collection of state publications for use in a major geographical area. The State Library will seek to designate at least one full depository in each federal Congressional district. Additional designations of full depositories may be made. 

Selective depositories provide ready access to state government publications for residents in particular areas of the state. Each selective depository may elect to receive from 25% to 75% of the item categories available for selection, but should select only those publications needed to support its program and to meet the needs of its clientele. Selective depositories should depend on full depositories for seldom used items.

The Library of Congress is responsible for copyright. How would one find the mandatory deposit requirements of the U.S. Copyright Law? 

Answer: Mandatory Deposit Requirements:
On January 1, 1978, all works published with a notice of copyright in the United States became subject to the mandatory deposit requirements of the United States Copyright Act (title 17, United States Code). These requirements are similar to the “legal deposit” or “depot legal” laws in effect in other countries.

On March 1, 1989, the qualification “with notice of copyright” was eliminated from the mandatory deposit provision. This change was made in Public Law 100-568, the Berne Convention Implementation Act of 1988. As a result of this change, all works under copyright protection and published in the United States on or after March 1, 1989, are subject to mandatory deposit whether published with or without a notice. 

The mandatory deposit provision ensures that the Copyright Office is entitled to receive copies of every copyrightable work published in the United States. Section 704 of the Copyright Act states that these deposits “are available to the Library of Congress for its collections, or for exchange or transfer to any other library.”
