Instructions: In all cases I want to know (a) the URL of the answer and (b) a brief summary

description of the answer to the question that will demonstrate that you actually found the

answer. In some cases I ask for a specific piece of information, so be sure to provide that where

appropriate. You can turn this in as a paper that simply shows the question numbers followed by

your answers. Your answers don’t need to be elaborate, but they need to be clear. Also, I need to

be able to use the URL you provide to see where you found your answer.

You can use any Internet-based resource such as search engines, web sites, online discussion

groups, blogs, etc. You may not use print resources, periodical indexes, or academic/scholarly

databases such as are found in the King Library. Besides, I don’t think they will prove helpful on

most of these questions.
